Minutes of the GBM of FA held on 4-1-2007 at 4 PM

Prof. E. Arunan welcomed the gathering.  Comments on the minutes of the last GBM conducted on 28-7-2006 were sought.  As no comments were made, Prof. Satish Kailash proposed that the minutes be approved.  Mr K R Shivakumar seconded the proposal and them minutes were approved.

Dr. N. C. Shivaprakash gave the Presidential remarks.  He pointed out the turnout at the GBM has been very similar to the recent years and very few new members attended the meeting.  He suggested that the FA write to new faculty members directly welcoming them to the FA.  He encouraged the members present to be more active and requested them to inform all their colleagues.  He pointed out that the FA had played some role in revising the telephone reimbursement policies at the Institute and members are reimbursed up to Rs.250 for broadband connection. The procedure has become simplified as well and the reimbursement will be given once in 3 months.

2. Prof. E. Arunan gave the Secretary’s report and pointed out that the FA has been fairly quiet this year.  He pointed out that the recent addition of 60 new E-type quarters has eased the housing problem significantly.  In addition to the role played by FA in telephone reimbursement, he pointed out that Prof. Satish Kailash initiated some activity to help the members of faculty of the Institute for investing in a plot/flat.

3.  Prof. T. A. Abinandanan, Returning officer for the elections to the Executive council for 2007-2008, conducted the elections.  Six new members have to be elected and he pointed out that only two nominations were received, after the deadline but before the GBM.  The nominees were: 1) Shri. G. S. Hegde, ECE proposed by Shri. K Nagasetty and seconded by M.V.Manjula and 2) Shri B. Subbareddy, EE proposed by Dr. U.J.Shenoy and seconded by Shri. T. Shankar.  Nominations were sought on the floor for more candidates.

As no other nominations were received, all the six nominees were declared elected.

4. Prof. Arunan thanked Prof. Abinandanan for conducting the elections smoothly and requested Prof. Kailash to brief the members about the progress in his efforts towards purchase of plots for faculty.

5. Prof. Kailash presented his plans for buying plots/flats as a joint venture by all interested faculty.  He pointed out that about 150 members of the faculty were interested in this venture.  A group of volunteers is helping in identifying the location, which is likely to be in Jalahalli area.

6. Prof. M L Munjal spoke briefly to the members.  He pointed out that the housing situation on campus has improved significantly.  He had to wait for 17 years before he could get housing on campus.  He pointed out that Prof. K I Vasu (father of Prof. Satish Kailash) coordinated efforts by faculty to improve the housing situation and also rationalize promotional policies for faculty ans staff.

7.  Shri. G. S. Hegde spoke briefly.  He thanked the FA for inviting the newly appointed Scientific Assistants to become members immediately.

8. Prof. Kailash pointed out that Vacant E –type quarters at Vijnanapura could be allotted to the D type eligible faculty members on seniority. Dr Shivaprakash mentioned that such a thing has happened earlier and he assured that it will be taken up  in the next the House allotment committee meeting 
9. Comments about the VI Pay Commission were sought from the members.  Arunan pointed out that the announcement has just come.  Prof. Kumaran suggested that the FA should press for interim relief as soon as the Central Government announces new scales, instead of waiting for the specific recommendations for MHRD institutions including IISc, IIT, and IIM.
